· Wear a heavy warm coat to deflect
the wind

· Be cautious of icy surfaces and wear appropriate footwear to avoid slipping or falling

· Take short steps when walking over ice

· Wear bright colored reflective clothing to make you more visible to drivers

· Be careful when you enter a building to prevent slipping or falling
