Background Information
What is a Walking School Bus?

A Walking School Bus (WSB) is a group of children who walk to school together under the supervision of a trained route leader (parent, teacher etc.).

What does it cost?

The program is free! It relies on volunteers, and the more volunteers, the more routes that can be walked. 

How do they work?

Walking School Busses can meet at a local school, park, or church and walk to school together, or they can walk along a designated route picking up students at their houses or intersections near their house.

Who coordinates them?

Walking School Bus programs can be coordinated by a variety of people including: parents, teachers, principals, and community volunteers. Each route leader undergoes a criminal background check before they approved to drive a route. 

Why should my child participate?

Your child should participate in this program because it has multiple benefits including: increased daily physical activity, students who are ready to learn, improved traffic safety habits, increased family and community engagement, a cleaner environment, and it’s fun!
